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The 9th International Record Competition

Grand Prix du Disque Frédéric Chopin
Warsaw 2020
Rules

1. The Competition is open to sound recordings of works of Fryderyk Chopin.

2. The organiser of the Competition is the Fryderyk Chopin Society of Warsaw.

3. Eligible for the Competition are sound recordings (CD, Super Audio CD) which currently are or will be sold on a commercial basis.
4. Submitted may be new (contemporary) recordings and historical recordings released again in 2015-2020.  Sound recordings submitted to a previous edition of the Grand Prix du Disque Frédéric Chopin Competition will not be accepted.
5. The Competition will comprise three categories:

a) recordings made on contemporary instruments after 1 January2000,
b) recordings made on period instruments after 1 January2000,
c) re-released historical recordings originally made before 1 January2000.
6. Submitted recording made on contemporary and period instruments will contain solely Chopin’s music. As regards re-released historical recordings, Chopin’s music will make up no less than 50% of total playing time.
7. The Jury may award three Grand Prix du Disque Frédéric Chopin prizes, one in each category, and three honourable mentions, or may decide on a different distribution of the prizes and mentions.
8. Decisions of the Jury will be final and incontestable.

10. Four (4) copies of each sound recording together with information about the producer will be enclosed to the application form to be submitted to the Competition organiser by 15 July 2020 at the latest.
11. The Jury will complete its work by 5 September 2020.  The minutes of the Jury’s vote will be made available to the producers and other interested parties on request.

The prize winners will be immediately notified of the Competition results.  The official announcement of the results and the award ceremony is scheduled for 23 October 2020 in Warsaw.*
12. The prize-winning producers will receive medals and diplomas and will have the right to put the Competition logo on the awarded recordings.

13. The Competition organiser will have the right to use the submitted recordings in public radio broadcasts and radio specials on the Competition for three months from the date of announcing the results.  The producer may not request any limits on the disc playing time in such presentations.
14. The Competition results will be made public via the mass media available to the Competition organiser.
